Manager.

3. To understand, gain experience in and support all aspects of project work
such as: organising volunteers; PR & marketing, ongoing project planning,
implementation and assessment; report writing; project administration;
importation and distribution of Humanitarian Aid; overseas mission and
development of long term vision.

1. To spend up to four weeks in Bulgaria experiencing work in another culture
(2011 Christmas Box distribution trip & optional 2011/12 Summer Camp).
